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Introduction
During the summer of 2009 the Friends of Victoria Park, Stretford gave out approx 300 questionnaires to members of the local community of Stretford. They received 123 completed forms back, which after analysis gave them some insight into people’s thoughts and future considerations of Victoria Park. 
The results table, compiled from the answers given, can be seen in Appendix A. 

A copy of the blank questionnaire can be seen in Appendix B.  
We have categorised the responses into four age groups:

0-16 years  [20 respondents];

17-25 years  [9 respondents];

26-40 years [56 respondents];

41 years and over  [38 respondents].
Results Summary
The questionnaire results show that the aims of the Friends group are still relevant today, as there is still much work to do:
Improve leisure and sports facilities and recreational space within Victoria Park, Stretford.
Improve security to provide a safe environment for the local residents and users of Victoria Park.
Promote the facilities and raise the profile of Victoria Park through public events and other appropriate methods.
To work together with residents, park users, local authorities, voluntary and other organisations to continuously improve the park.

It also shows that the 5 Year Management Plan [2008-2012] that has been produced by the Friends Group and Trafford Council is still fully reflective of what people would like for the future of this well loved, urban park. This management plan directs the group’s activities with regards to funding and event planning and it therefore must represent the views of as many people within the local community as possible.
It seems the most important issues for the park are as follows, and these should come as no surprise to those who know and use Victoria Park, Stretford:

Less dog fouling

Open access to toilets

Café / snack bar facility

More things for children to do / play

More things for teenagers to do
Less anti-social behaviour
People are proud that this park has a Green Flag and praise the fact that it is well maintained by it’s gardeners.
Results

Of the 123 people who completed the questionnaires - 121 use Victoria Park and 119 had heard of the Friends of Victoria Park, Stretford group and 101 had attended an event hosted by the Friends of Victoria Park Stretford.
In response to the question of ‘more to do in the park for children’ - 74 agreed that there needs to be more, while 12 disagreed and 34 replied maybe.
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‘There needs to be more traditional play equipment in the park’ gave 61 of the total people replied Yes, while 29 disagreed and 30 replied maybe.
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In reply to ‘there needs to be more natural play areas in the park’ - 80 people agreed, 15 disagreed and 25 replied maybe.
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‘There needs to be more sport provision in the park’ - 87 replied yes, 12 no and 21 maybe.

Interestingly “Young children [up to the age of 10 years] have enough facilities” responses received were made up as follows 33 agreed, 52 disagreed and 34 replied maybe the chart below shows how the age groups are made up:
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‘There needs to be more for teenagers to do in the park’ had 93 agreed responses, 8 disagreed and 20 maybes. 
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In reply to ‘there needs to be more for adults to do in the park’ - 53 agreed, 41 disagreed and 25 replied maybe. 
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‘There needs to be more for the elderly to do in the park’-  had 47 agreed replies, 36 disagreed and 37 maybes.
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Of the 123 responses 64 agreed that there needs to be more areas to sit and reflect in the park, while 30 disagreed and 25 replied maybe. 
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A huge 88 agreed that there needs to be more bins in the park, 22 disagreed and 12 replied maybe, made up of the following age groups.
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76 respondents agreed that there needs to be more benches in the park, while 26 disagreed and 19 maybes.  
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Of the 123 replies 52 agreed that there needs to be more flowers in the park, while 42 disagreed, and 25 replied maybe.
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The graph below shows only 26 agreed that there needs to be more trees in the park, while 69 disagreed and 24 thought maybe.
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64 of the respondents agreed that there needs to be more wildlife in the park, 30 disagreed and 26 maybes.
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Interestingly 93 people surveyed agreed that there needs to be a community building in the park, while 11 disagreed and 14 replied maybe.
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A huge 100 people agreed that there needs to be open access to the toilets in the park, 13 disagreed and 9 replied maybe.
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74 people thought that there needs to be a café in the park, while 18 replied no and there were 30 maybes.
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86 respondents agreed that there needs to be a full time park keeper in the park, 6 disagreed and 27 replied maybe.
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48 people agreed that there needs to be open access to the bowling agreed, 39 disagreed and 31 replied maybe, these are broken down by age group as follows:
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In response to the question ‘there needs to be more organised sports activities within the park’ - 89 agreed, 5 disagreed and 25 replied maybe.
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76 people agreed there needs to be more organised art activities within the park, 9 disagreed and 33 replied maybe.  
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87 people agreed there needs to be more organised play activities within the park, 4 disagreed and 31 replied maybe.  
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80 people replied that there needs to be more community events within the park, 12 disagreed and 30 replied maybe.
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In response to question Victoria Park has enough council money only 12 people agreed, 98 disagreed and 11 replied maybe.  Victoria Park needs less council money only 2 agreed, an overwhelming 106 disagreed and 9 replied maybe.
Of the 123 respondents 107 agreed that the park is important to them, 6 disagreed and 7 replied maybe.
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The park is important to a member of my family received 105 agreed responses, 7 no responses and 9 maybe responses.
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‘Would you consider volunteering with the Friends Group’ -  50 respondents agreed, 31 disagreed and 37 replied maybe.
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‘An area to play Petanque/Boules is a good idea’ received 67 agreed responses, 7 disagreed and 44 maybes.
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In response to the question “are you proud of the park’s Green Flag status” the result in the chart clear.
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In the section, “If we were to create a natural play area in the park which features would you like to see” Climbing trees/rocks/logs received a massive 80 votes, across all age groups, second placed was monkey bars with 66 votes and Hills/Mounds/Pits/Bridges with 61 votes came in third.  The chart below shows the categories and votes.
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In reply to the question “what would you like to see changed in the park, 31 replied that lighting, security, anti-social behaviour was their first priority, open access to toilets 24 replied that this was their second priority to see changed and thirdly a dedicated dog area [exercise and toilet] fenced off area was a priority with 21 votes.
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In the category what do you like best about the park it was nice to see that in first place was general appearance [maintenance] with 50 votes, second was the Under 5’s playground with 41 votes and joint third with 29 votes each was Over 5’s playground and Friends of Victoria Park Help and Input, worthy of a mention in fourth place with 25 votes was Community spirit.  The results for this category are shown below:
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The category ‘Any Other Ideas’ had a poor response from all age groups with only one idea receiving a vote from each age group and a total of 6 votes, being the zip wire.  Second place was running track with 4 votes and in joint third place was Community Building accessible to young people and picnic tables/benches.

In response to the question ‘What do you mainly use the park for’ a total of 87 people responded playgrounds/ball courts, broken down by the following age groups 0-16 years 11 votes, 17-25 years 2 votes, 26-40 years 45 votes, 41+ age group 29 votes.  In second place exercise received 31 votes and dog walking received 17 votes.  Other uses are shown in the chart below.
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Conclusion
As has been shown by the figures the park is a focal point for the community, exercise and key to the general well being of all ages within Stretford. People want the park to be a social hub for the town with well-organised activities and events available at low cost for all.
A desire for more space, places for children to climb, run, jump, stretch in a safe, secure well lit environment is overwhelming, by children and adults alike.

What also stands out is the perceived lack of funding by the Council, and that 116 out of 123 people questioned are proud of the Green Flag status.
